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Tip: Erasing The After Effects Of Scarring And Burns With A Facial Hair
Transplant

Anyone who suffers from severe facial scars or burns knows how it can affect one’s self
esteem and self image. Many times these burns or scars prohibit a man from growing
facial hair in the affected areas. Thankfully, there is a procedure called a facial hair
transplant that can reverse this type of hair loss and help camouflage scar and burn
tissue. First the design of the restoration is mapped out on the patient’s face. Local
anesthesia is used, being mindful of the many nerves present in the face. The hair is
harvested from the occipital area (the area at the middle back of the head) and grafted
to the face in one or two hair groupings. The doctors insert the grafts into the facial
area, placing them at angles that mimic the natural pattern of beard and mustache
growth. The first forty-eight hours is the most sensitive after a facial hair transplant and
great care needs to be taken with the recipient area. Showers are permitted after the
forty-eight hour period and any crusting should disappear after one week. The patient
can expect normal hair growth typically after three to four months from the facial hair
transplant time.

Tip: Eyebrow Restoration — the good, the bad, and the missing

Thinning eyebrows can occur for a number of reasons. Depending on the cause, be it
genetic, over plucking or tweezing, it is best to be evaluated by a reputable
dermatologist or hair transplant surgeon when considering restorative procedures. In
essence, eyebrow hair restoration procedures are similar to hair transplants of the scalp
in that the hair, once transplanted, is permanent. There are, however, differences in the
techniques used to perform them and in the results that one gets. If considering an
eyebrow transplant, it is very important to make sure that the physician plans to only
use individual hairs, which are dissected from the follicular unit under
stereo-microscopic dissection. The hairs must be positioned to lie as flat as possible to
the surface of the skin. This differs from hair transplantation to the scalp, where the
angle between the hair and the scalp surface can be as much as 45 degrees. Other
things to consider: Hair transplanted into the eyebrow is taken from the scalp, and will
have a slightly different appearance and growth rate than existing eyebrow hair.
Although you can have extremely satisfying and aesthetically pleasing results, you
should be aware that the hair transplanted to eyebrows will continue to grow as it had
on the scalp and therefore will need to be trimmed.

Tip: Form The Perfect Goatee With A Facial Hair Transplant
For some men growing the perfect goatee is an impossible task. Genetics or scarring to



the face can prohibit a man from growing facial hair in an even manner. This is where a
facial hair transplant can fill in the sparse areas and give you the perfectly formed
goatee you’ve always wanted. Hair on the scalp, where the donor hair will be taken
from, grows very similarly to that of facial hair. This means the new transplanted hair will
blend beautifully with any existing facial hair. It typically takes between 200 and 600
individually grafted hairs to perform a facial hair transplant and the results are quite
natural looking thanks to advances in hair transplant techniques. In the early stages of
hair transplants large sections, known as “plugs” were used and gave a very unnatural
look to the transplanted hair. Surgeons now know that scalp and facial hair grow in
groups of one to four hairs and use this knowledge to perform facial hair transplants that
mimic this natural growth pattern. The surgeon will map out the outline of your new
goatee beforehand and will carefully fill in any areas missing hair to create a full and
even goatee. It will take a few months for the hair to begin growing but once established
your new hair will grow at the same rate as your existing facial hair.

Tip: Three Things To Know About Eyebrow Hair Transplants

If you have lost the hair in your eyebrow area, having an eyebrow hair transplant can
make a huge difference in your appearance. Yet, there are some facts about eyebrow
transplants that you should prepare yourself for before having the procedure done.
Unlike hairs on your head, which typically grow in groups of one to four hairs, eyebrows
grow in single hairs only. The angle at which the hair comes out of the follicle is also
very steep which allows the hair to lye flat against the face. This means the procedure
demands a doctor very skilled in placing one hair at a time in a manner that will blend in
with the natural eyebrows complicated shape. Those considering eyebrow hair
transplants should also note that all wounds contract over time. Because of this the
original angle of the hair can be altered slightly and the transplanted eyebrow hairs may
stand more elevated than normal. Due to this, and the fact that hair transplanted from
the scalp is different in texture than eyebrow hair, it can be very difficult to blend hair
from an eyebrow hair transplant with any existing eyebrow hair. Still, it will mean having
hair in the eyebrow area which is bound to look more natural than no hair at all.

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Tip: Alopecia Treatment for Women

Alopecia is a fancy name for baldness and hair loss. Genetic make-up most often
determines hair follicle sensitivity the likelihood of hair loss. Hormones also play a role
in female pattern baldness. Luckily, there are many treatment options. Rogaine is a
great alopecia treatment for women. This is a topical foam used daily to the balding
areas of the head. Initial increased hair loss is normal, followed by soft, colorless hair

growth if the Rogaine has an effect (it does not work for everyone). Continued Rogaine
usage results in new hairs matching in both color and thickness. Rogaine’s benefits only
last as long as it is used and women should only consider 2% Rogaine. Even though
Rogaine is available over the counter, talk with your doctor about this and other female
hair loss treatments. One alternative procedure is female hair restoration. Hairs are
taken from full areas of the head and transplanted as small groupings into the thinning
parts. These transplanted hairs eventually replace the lost hairs and continue to grow
permanently.

Tip: Common Causes Of Female Hair Loss

Hair loss in general is usually very frustrating for those who suffer from it, but female
hair loss can be especially devastating. The common cause of female hair loss is an
inherited condition called female pattern baldness. Hormones, known as DHT or
androgens, attack the hair follicles and begin to shrink them. These damaged follicles
produce thinner and thinner hairs until the follicle dies off completely and no more hair is
produced from that follicle. Other causes of female hair loss can range from low thyroid
levels, hormonal imbalances and even binge dieting. Those women who put themselves
on severe diets deprive their body of essential nutrients. The lack of protein and iron
often result in hair loss during the duration of the diet. The good news is that this can
usually be reversed and the hair will return to normal once the body begins receiving
proper nutrition once again. Pregnancy can also cause hair loss in some expectant
mothers. Hormonal changes during pregnancy can cause an imbalance and
subsequent hair loss. It can range from slight thinning of the hair to noticeable recession
of the hairline or even thin patches throughout the head. Thankfully, just like with binge
dieting, these causes of female hair loss are almost always temporary and the new
mother’s hair should begin to grow back shortly after birth.

Tip: Common Female Hair Loss Reasons

When it comes to hair loss in women, there can be many female hair loss reasons that
cause a woman to loose her hair. The reasons can range from hormonal imbalances to
specific medications that she may be taking. The hair often acts as an indicator of a
woman’s overall health and many times medical conditions will show up in the condition
of a woman'’s hair. One of the common female hair loss reasons are inherited conditions
such as hormonal imbalances. Typical female pattern baldness occurs when a woman
produces an abundance of androgens, which include testosterone, associated with
men. Women usually produce this hormone in small amounts but females can have a
predisposition to producing larger amounts which cause the hair follicles to die off.
Medical conditions such as autoimmune disorders can be another female hair loss
reason. This condition causes the hair to fall out in clumps and leaves bald patches on
the scalp. Medication can also be a cause of female hair loss. Certain types of
medication can interrupt the normal growth of hair. Thankfully, female hair loss reasons



involving medication are usually temporary and the hair will return to its normal growth
cycle when the medication is stopped.

Tip: Female Baldness Classifications

Did you know that millions of women suffer from female baldness and hair loss? While
similar to male baldness, women actually experience different patterns of hair loss. This
is when deciding to pursue a hair loss treatment, especially female hair restoration, it is
important to choose a doctor and clinic that knows how to correctly evaluate female hair
loss and tailor a personalized plan. When a specialist assesses female baldness, they
utilize a classification scale called the Women's Ludwig Scale. This is to identify a
pattern before deciding on the best treatment plan. The Ludwig Scale determines
female hair loss in terms of type and severity: Type 1 - general thinning with discrete
areas of baldness in the frontal crown and vertex areas.Type 2 - seen as global diffused
thinning without these areas of alopecia (complete hair loss). Type 3 - more severe and
characterized by a temporal recession more commonly associated with male baldness.
Type 4 - characterized by scarring alopecia.Type 5 - the most severe, frequently has
medical and hormonal causes and is usually not surgically treated. The treatment you
receive for hair loss is determined by your goals, personal preference and budget. Keep
in mind that even though a female hair transplant may be the most expensive option, it
is the only offering a permanent solution. A qualified clinic will offer you a variety of
payment options and plans.

Tip: Hair Transplantation in New York

To further help in your search for a reputable NY hair transplantation facility you can
look to current New York-based publications. Each year New York Magazine publishes
a list of top doctors who are recognized as leaders in their fields in various specialties.
Castle Connolly’s guide lists the prominent physicians in NY as well as around the
country. When searching for a hair transplantation facility in NY or anywhere else, be
sure you check out the company’s credentials. Make notes when researching so you
can compare the pros and cons later. Find out how long the doctor has been performing
hair transplantation and what specific types of procedures he/she performs. Do they
have literature or scientific articles on their treatments, rather than simply marketing or
sales packages? This is not a procedure to rush into blindly, so arm yourself with as
much information as you can about several physicians and choose the NY hair
transplant surgeon that is right for your needs.

Tip: Oral Contraception And Hair Loss In Women

While there can be many reasons for hair loss in women one that is not widely known is
the use of oral contraception. The birth control pill suppresses ovulation by using
hormones such as estrogen and progestin. Women who have a predisposition to
hormonal- related hair loss or are sensitive to hormonal changes can experience

varying degrees of hair loss either while using the pill or several weeks or months after
discontinuing its use. Other hormonal birth control methods are also cause for concern
for women who may be susceptible to hormone related hair loss in women. Progestin
implants are small rods surgically inserted under the skin and release a steady dose of
progestin. Hormone injections, skin patches and the vaginal ring may also cause mild to
severe hair loss in hormone sensitive women as they all introduce estrogen and
progestin into the body in order to prevent ovulation. If your family has a history of
female hair loss it is highly recommended that you choose a type of birth control that
does not rely on the use of hormones to prevent pregnancy. Condoms or a diaphragm
can prevent pregnancy but in no way cause a hormonal imbalance in the body.
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Tip: Finding An Experienced Hair Replacement Clinic

When it comes to hair transplants you want to make sure the establishment has a great
deal of experience in this field. One of the ways to find out how experienced a hair
replacement clinic is is to ask how long they have been in business. Either the clinic or
the doctor who will be performing your surgery should have many years of experience in
hair transplants to ensure they are knowledgeable of the procedures. It also helps to
read up on the latest procedures and ask if that particular hair replacement clinic
practices them.

Another sure sign of an experienced hair replacement clinic is to find out what
percentage of their business is dedicated to hair replacement. Many clinics do nothing
but hair replacement surgery while others have hair replacement as only a small
percentage of their business. As a general rule, a hair replacement clinic that does
nothing but hair replacements will have more experience with the procedure. Do keep in
mind though, that some hair restoration doctors will divide their time between hair
replacement and other clinic duties in a hospital. This is not a bad thing but do make
sure that your surgeon at least performs hair restoration on a regular basis, preferably
once a week or more.

Tip: Finding the Right Hair Replacement Clinic

There is no shortage of baldness treatment information available. While the internet is a
great source, some hair transplant facilities offer informational seminars and forums.
These present you the chance to meet individually with a hair transplant surgeon and
other members of the facility's team, witness demonstrations of how hair loss surgery
works and even meet others who have had successful surgery. Before attending a
seminar at a hair replacement clinic, write down all your questions and concerns. Once



there, do not be afraid to evaluate what you see. After all, you will be placing a lot of
trust in a clinic. Are the doctors enthusiastic? Do they take proper time to answer
questions? Are they simply selling the baldness treatment or are they being honest
about who does and does not make a good candidate for hair loss surgery? Does the
facility look organized and clean? Do they treat you with respect and dignity? Do you
feel comfortable around the staff? Ask specific questions about follow up care,
complications, and payment plans. Starting your research online is a great idea, but you
should ultimately assess hair replacement clinics in person.

Tip: Hair Transplants On A Budget With The Hair Transplant Center

For those wanting to undergo a hair transplant one of the biggest hurdles they must
face is coming up with the money to pay for the procedure. At the Hair Transplant
Center they claim to have one of the most affordable hair transplant prices today. At this
clinic they charge their clients by the graft and the price is a very low three dollars per
graft. This means you only pay for the number of grafts you need and not a set price
based on what the clinic estimates you might need.

The Hair Transplant Center averages that it costs a client eight dollars per graft at other
clinics. Therefore, for a client that required 1500 grafts they could save a whopping
$7,500 on their hair transplant surgery. Normally it's not recommended to bargain shop
for your hair transplant so be sure you do your homework and make sure that any place
that you choose offers a knowledgeable and experienced staff that will give you the
most natural looking hair transplant possible.

Tip: Having a Proper Consultation For Hair Replacement

Before you decide to undergo a hair transplant in New York or any other location, you
will need to have a thorough consultation to diagnose your hair loss, confirm that you
are a candidate for a hair restoration procedure, and have all of your questions
answered. When having a consultation for hair replacement, a reputable practice will
ensure that your consultation is with the actual doctor that will be performing your hair
transplant. This allows you to have all of your questions answered by the medical
professional that will be performing your surgery. Be aware that some hair transplant
clinics have you meet with a salesman or consultant and you may not actually meet the
doctor performing your procedure until the day of surgery. It is OK to have consultants
answer general questions about the procedure, but the assessment and specific
recommendations with regard to treatment should be from the doctor himself.
Remember, you are always allowed more than one consultation before deciding to
undergo the procedure. You might be very wary of practices that discourage you from
seeking a second opinion. When deciding on hair replacement in New York City, or
anywhere in the world, clinics worthy of your business will encourage you to have as
many consultations as it takes for you to feel informed and comfortable enough to
continue with the procedure.

While surgical hair replacement is popular as a permanent method of dealing with hair
loss at hair restoration centers, a new set of options is gaining attention: laser-hair
restoration therapy. These treatments are designed to not only stop hair loss, but grow
lost hair as well. One method involves a dome-shaped apparatus lined with laser lights
along its interior. These low-energy lights stimulate the blood supply and deep scalp
tissues, which experts believe promotes hair growth. It usually takes a series of these
treatments along with supplemental techniques to achieve results. Another treatment is
low-level laser therapy. In theory, this stimulates growth and maintains healthy hair by
promoting cell activity that allows nutrients into hair follicles. Specialists also often use
this technique to aid the scalp after traditional hair restoration surgery. Personal laser
combs that supplement professional procedures are also now very popular. Patients
often use these combs after traditional hair replacement surgery to accelerate healing.

Attending an open
house put on by the company is one way to check out the facility for yourself but
checking out a company’s hair restoration complaints in this manner isn’t always a
viable option if you live too far away to attend one of these events. An easy way to
check out a company for complaints is to visit the Better Business Bureau online. From
there you can enter the name of the company you are researching and see if there is
any hair restoration complaints lodged against them. While this is not an iron clad
guarantee that none of the company’s clients have had problems it is an important step
in choosing a reputable company. Many times a reputable company will have registered
with the Better Business Bureau and will display the BBB seal on their website. This can
be very reassuring for those looking for a reputable company but even the presence of
this seal doesn’t mean that hair restoration complaints haven’t been issued against the
company. Also, just because the company doesn’t display the BBB seal doesn’'t mean
they’re not reputable. Instead check for other seals of membership such as the
American Hair Loss Association.
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
